not start his Mass unless they were all present.
The importance of this chapel diminished
when the church of Stella Maris was built.
Eventually in 1878 it became the first parish
church in Sliema and people preferred
attending mass there. Yet the chapel remained
open and mass was celebrated regularly.
Unfortunately, the enthusiastic curator
of this chapel had a disagreement with
the parish priest since Mass was being
celebrated at the same time. To solve this
conflict the archbishop closed the chapel,
and all of its possessions were taken to the

be seen clearly from the chapel since the
surroundings were relatively undeveloped.
Recently, due to nearby construction
works, the chapel suffered extensive
structural damage, and it had to be closed
down. It is currently undergoing restoration.
